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On November 19, 2025, Prof. Dr. Chitlada Areesantichai, Dean of the College, together with faculty members, participated in the
New Student Orientation for the second semester of the academic year 2025. The orientation was conducted in both onsite and
online formats. This activity was a key occasion that provided new students with the opportunity to become acquainted with faculty

members and relevant staff of the College, and to begin their academic journey at CPHS with motivation, clear goals, and a strong
sense of belonging to the public health community.
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On November 7, 2025, Asst. Prof. Dr. Pokkate Wongsasuluk was invited to be a guest speaker on “Using Al for Research
Development and Academic Writing” at Prachomklao College of Nursing, Phetchaburi Province, Thailand.
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On November 13, 2025, Asst. Prof. Dr. Pokkate Wongsasuluk was invited to be a guest speaker on “Communication in Organization
and SWOT Analysis” at Siam University. The session provided inspiring insights and valuable knowledge to the participants.

Sciences and Wellness track of the Public Health Sciences program, led by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Wattasit Siriwong, participated in an
academic excursion to the School of Traditional Medicine and Thai Massage, Wat Pho, and key sites around Rattanakosin Island.
