On September 3, 2025, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Wattasit Siriwong participated in the
workshop on “The Peer-Review Process of Manuscripts and the Development
of International Academic Journal Quality” organized by the Praboromrajanok
Institute, Ministry of Public Health, Nontaburi, Thailand via Zoom Meeting.
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Prof. Dr. Chitlada Areesantichai, Dean welcomed Prof. Linda B. Cottler, a professor of epidemiology at the University of Florida, USA,
for an academic visit in September.
